the answer.  First, in 2008, the Pension Fund used
its reserves to absorb the market declines without
passing them along to account holders and
reserves now need to be restored to prudent
levels.  Secondly, we believe that this strategy has
been of special value to program participants and
has provided significant financial benefit.

One way to visualize the positive impact
of having funds in a TDA these past two years as
compared with a market based investment, such
as an S & P 500 index mutual fund, is to compare
the combined returns for 2008 and 2009.  If one
had invested $1,000 in an S & P 500 index fund at
the end of 2007, you might have seen a decline in
market value in 2008 of roughly 38.5%.  In 2009,
you would have seen an increase in value of
roughly 23.5%, which would have left your account
value at about $759.52.  A $1,000 investment in a
Tax Deferred Account for the same period would
have grown to $1,071.23 by the end of 2009.
That’s more than $311 better in account value over
the past two years.  

So, what if the market takes another dip?
The Pension Fund is already planning for that
possibility and building reserves which we trust will
again serve us and you well in challenging times.

It seems hard to believe that I have now
been part of the Pension Fund for nearly five
months.  During this time I have participated in
discussions that focused on member services
and support.  I have been deeply impressed by
the commitment and energy of the Pension Fund
staff.  I am honored to be part of this team and
truly look  towards the future knowing that there
is purpose and understanding of our ministry -
providing a unique value for our members by
protecting and growing our assets to ensure
retirement goals are met.

 The 2009 Investment performance
realized a strong finish after hitting the low mark
on March 9, 2009.

This rate
remains below the pre recession levels but
represents a significant improvement over year
end 2008.  Look for our annual report which will
detail the final performance numbers.  

During 2010 we will take a look at some
of our external vendor relationships to ensure the
Pension Fund receives the services it requires at
reasonable costs.  We will spend time evaluating
our infrastructure including an assessment of our
risk management processes and banking
relationships.   We are making progress on
several member related features including
improved Web functionality.  Ultimately we intend
to provide our members the same features and
functions that are available in other financial
services and programs.

    “This is about what 
   YOU can  do to take     
    control of  YOUR     
     personal health . . .”

Did the title get your attention?  This is not an
article on the discussions in Washington, DC.  This is about
what YOU can do to take control of YOUR personal health
or your own health care reform.  

The media and medical community have been
telling us for years of how unhealthy we are as a nation.
This is reflected in the epidemic of obesity and Type 2
Diabetes diagnoses showing up even in our children.  There
will be no new information here or a new website offering
a magic pill to give you the body of
a model or athlete.  There will be
some common sense suggestions
and information.  

Step one is go and see your
family physician and get a physical.
Your doctor will be able to assist
you in advising what type of
exercise program will be best for
you.  The two numbers you need to
get from your doctor are your
percentage of body fat and what your target heart rate
should be.  Why?  Recent studies show that we, as a
country, have been focusing on weight loss and not body fat
loss.  Say goodbye to those height/weight charts that have
been haunting us for years.  For an average woman, your
total body fat percentage should be between 25 – 31% and
for an average man the percentage should be between 18 –
25%.   Any percentage over those numbers is considered
unhealthy.  How do you go about lowering your body fat
and building up lean muscle mass?  The answer is some
form of exercise for 30 minutes a day 5 – 6 times a week at
your target heart rate.  

Step two is exercise at a level where you are in
your target heart rate for at least 30 minutes which burns
body fat and increases lean muscle mass.  That is where
talking to your physician is so important.   He/she can make
recommendations to you in diet and exercise programs that
may be best suited for your health status.   At age 46, my
target heart rate is between 96 and 146.  The exercise

program I am using has an alternating schedule of strength
and cardio exercises and I will admit it is not for everyone.
If I exercise for 30 minutes and keep my  heart rate in the
target area, I am burning fat and building muscle.  Do not go
over the maximum target rate as this burns fat and muscle.
Over the seven week period I have been on this particular
program I have lost five pounds, which still leaves me fifty
plus pounds over my “ideal” weight (according to height –
weight charts).  However, my body fat percentage is 27.1%
(2.1% above normal) and my clothes are starting to fit me

differently.  That has a better impact on
my own view of my health than how much
I weigh.  Will I be a model any time soon?
No, but I will be a leaner and healthier me.
That is also health care reform that lowers
my medical costs. 

Step three is nutrition.  If you
google nutrition, you will get several sites
claiming to have the best plan.  I try and
follow the USDA nutrition pyramid as

much as possible.  I am not perfect, but I try.  We should eat
smaller portions and drink plenty of water and not soda
(regular or diet).  Read the nutrition labels as much as
possible to be sure you are not sabotaging yourself by eating
“healthy” foods that are high in sodium.  Also, avoid food
products with high-fructose corn syrup, a chemically altered
sweetner, that is being linked more and more to the obesity
and diabetes epidemic.  “All things in moderation”, the
Roman dramatist, Terence, said is a good rule to follow.

Step four is more woven throughout the previous
three steps and that is your spiritual nutrition.  Make sure you
make time for you and God.   I am not talking about
preparing a sermon or working on liturgy, but setting aside
time everyday for prayer, reflection or just being quiet.  By
taking care of your spiritual nutrition, you lower your stress
levels and improve your physical, mental and spiritual
health.

This is health care reform at its most basic and
personal level .
